The club decided not to man a booth
there this year and instead attend the Pacific
Northwest Regional in Portland. The dates for
the regional are 5/15 to 5/18.

Al Dowler talked about a possible location for
our next meeting. It was suggested to him by
Kathy Graves.

Jim Knieling showed us a newspaper clipping
about anew (restored) French tower clock
recently installed in Corban College.

Charlie Schubert asked that we donate our
surplus horologica books to the regional
meeting in Portland. If you have booksto
donate please bring them to the April meeting
where Charlie will collect them. Charlie also
needs any old clock or clock case in need of gold
leaf. It will be used at the regional as part of a
demonstration they have planned.

The Program

We redly enjoyed an excellent program about
cutting clock gears. Charlie Ogle has an
extensive collection of machines used for this
purpose. Many are old. Some are Swiss,
German, French or American made. The ones
he brought to show us and to demonstrate for us
were all interesting and in working condition.
He began with the history. Recently adevice
was found in the Mediterranean Seathat was
apparently part of the cargo of a ship that sunk.
The wreck was off the coast of Greece and the
device was of ancient Grecian origin. The
purpose of the device is still being studied but it
clearly has wheels and pinions with teeth on
them. Until the mid 1800’ s gears were all cut by
hand. The work was laid out and a craftsman
would cut the teeth with saws and files. Charlie
demonstrated how a square piece of plywood
could be used to mark the teeth. A large circle
was drawn and this circle was divided and
marked for how many teeth the wheel required.
Charlie used acommon divider and the trial and
error method. Next the blank for the wheel was
attached to the plywood. The wheel center was
at the center of the large circle where the teeth
location was marked. Next astraight edge was
used to draw aline on the blank from the marks
on the large circle to the center of the blank.
The machines that Charlie demonstrated both cut
the teeth and advanced the blank the necessary
amount for the next tooth. One machine could
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cut any number of teeth on wheels of any
diameter. Neat huh?

Show and Tell

We had nine people bring items for show and
tell. Most brought more than oneitem. The
letter of the month was “A”.

Tom Seymour went first and as usual he had a
very nice Hampden pocket watch to show. It
was the North American Railway model. He
brought a cuckoo clock too but | can’t remember
what relation it had to the letter “A”.

George Poole brought a ships clock from a
Canadian boat. The boat and the clock were
used by the Canadian Army. A Canadian Army
clock? His next item wasn’t much better. We
saw a Hampden pocket watch that was repaired
by Al Dowler.

Donna L ee Poole brought alittle cast shelf clock
that was about as nautical as possible. There
were oars and endless ropes and pendants and
ship’swheels. And there was an gnchor.
Shirley Cavanaugh brought three examples of
horological art. There were two pictures where
clocks were featured and she had alittle carved
statue of a Black Forrest Peddler.

Charlie Schubert’ s specialty is horological art.
His first offering was pendulum bob that had a
pictureonit. He explained that they used the
lithograph process and this one was made to
look like it wasivory. | think there are some
clock nuts that would collect pendulum bobs.
Oh well. Charlie dso brought a beautiful little
shelf clock made by Ansonia. It had ancient
Greek figures decorating the case.

Bob Schug, the show and tell king, brought a
kitchen clock marked “ Addelbury Clock Co.”.
His research has proved that there never was an
Addelbury Clock Company in Addelbury

M assachusetts, or any whereelse. The
movement was made by Waterbury. The clock
that Bob has isn’'t the only Addelbury he knows
about. The other examples al come from the
mid-west and Bob speculates they were sold by
aloca jewelry firm back there.

George Lytle had alittle clock inside aglass
dome. The clock movement drove group of
planets and moons. They actualy revolved and
orbited. He said it was an “Astro Lavio”.

Dave Cast started out ok. He showed usanice
Illinois pocket watch that had an “America’
movement. Unfortunately he didn’t sit down
and let somebody else take aturn. Instead he
showed us aclock he purchased very cheaply at
the antique mall in Lafayette. It was missing
some case parts but the movement seemed
complete. A project, he said. Your humble
scribe was waiting for the connection to the
letter “&’ but it never came.

Jim Knieling was last. He had a neat little bee
hive clock with an Ansoniamovement init. The
case was English and it had awood bezel and
brasstrim. Jim said it was an Anglo-American
Ansonia clock.

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Wereceived the following article from our Marion County correspondent, M. Knieling

Have you ever seen a pendulum go thisway and that way and that? Well, this past January, Roy Billington
traveled over wintery roadsto “Brambly Hedge” with his URGOS clock to see why it would not tock. Roy
purchased his German URGOS at an antique shop in Yamhill, about 1997. Jim and Roy removed the dirty
movement, gingerly arranged the whedls, springs and leversin the ultra-sound basket. Down into the “old
timers’ clock solution, then with the devotion of time; attention went to text books for properly setting of pins
and stops. The works were now clean, Roy started putting the polished parts onto pivots and began the
rebushing, rewound the main springs and placed in their respective barrels adding lubrication as he went; test
ran the movement, then set chime to play the “Westminster” notes. Then it happened!

While on the clock stand the “Westminster” chime main spring popped! Complete Silence! Leaning back into
their chairs, Roy and Jim reached for the parts catalog. A new spring arrived. Snow fell outside, ice formed.
The new spring, of bright steel, waited and wondered “will | ever get to go into aclock or do | stay herein my
shipping box forever?’” The eventual day came! Roy and Jim eagerly placed the new spring inside the barrel
and tightened the arbor. The works could now be placed in the fancy wood case.

With a few adjustments the brass pendulum once more hangs on its hook.

The pretty brass wheels clicked into their assigned pinions. Roy’s exercised fingers from practicing his“ B-flat”
trumpet move the hand of the clock around to the time of day and closed the glass door. The pendulum now
swings, this way and that, and once again the Westminster chime announces each quarter.
