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and he began to make clocks and sell them. His
specialty is making the cases and he uses a
commercia movement.

A donor wanted the college to have atower
clock to dress up the campus and Steve was able
to locate one locally. NAWCC member Lewis
Bennett of Bend had a clock that he was willing
to part with. There were afew details. The
tower had to be designed and built and the
century old clock had to be restored and adapted
to the tower. The clock movement is on the
ground floor.

George Poole showed us some decorative
triangle shaped hardware that he said were
called gpangles. They were used to dress up
bracket clock cases. And he had alittle pocket
sundia. The last item from the brown paper
bag was a Japanese made staking set. George
demonstrated its use.

Donna Lee brought a nice ladies pocket watch
made by Columbus. The case was scalloped and
it was hung from the neck by aglide chain. It
was very, very nice.

Clarence Clapp brought alittle collection of
Snoopy items that included an aarm clock with
Snoopy on thedial.

Tom Seymour found another Hampden pocket
watch that was appropriate for show and tell. It
was an 18 size Special Railway. He brought
two of them. One had gold lettering on the
movement and one had black lettering. He also
brought arecorder that was used in the trucking
industry. It was gpring wound and had a chart
that showed the time the truck was running and
when it wasidling. The company that made it
was located in Columbus, Ohio and was named
Servis.

Jim Knieling brought an unusual kitchen clock
that was made by Seth Thomas. The case was
decorated with a scrimshaw design, he said.
Charlie Schubert brought a pair of pillars he
stenciled for afriend’'s clock. They were passed
around and we al marveled at the workmanship.
